It was founded in 1694n the 19th century, the city was the capitaBefrbian culture
earning the nicknam@erbian Athensin thattime, almost every Serbian novelist, poet,
jurist, and publicist at the end of 19th century and at the beginning of 20th century had
lived or worked in Novi Sad some time of his career.

Nowadays is a typicaCentral Europeamown. There are only few buildings dating
